Call to Order 

Planning Commission meeting, with Town Board Supervisors in attendance, was called to order at 

7:10 PM by Mr. Dave Dupay 

 

Review Development for Stensland Woods 

Mr. Isaac Stensland presented the preliminary development plan to the planning commission for 

review.  Concern was raised over the slope of the street as you enter into the proposed development.  

Additional grading or a retaining wall might be needed.  There is also concern with having sufficient 

space and grade to manage snow removal.   

Mr. Dupay presented the comments from the township engineer, including concerns with the 

structure of the curb.  The township would prefer a concrete curb.  The engineer also raised questions on 

the detail of the construction of the storm water pipe and catch basin.  No concerns were raised that could 

not be resolved as the plans are completed. 

Mr. Dupay moved to recommend approval to the board with the conditions the developer address the 

2-1 slope, gain watershed approval, provide for snow removal and storage, meeting the concerns raised in 

the engineer’s comments, and posting of the necessary bond.   Seconded by Mr. Gorman, the motion 

carried.

The application was 
incomplete when reviewed at the last regular meeting.   Supervisor Schultz moved to schedule the 
hearing for February 13.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried. 

Supervisor Schultz moved to adjourn the town board meeting and return to the Planning 
Commission meeting. Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the 
meeting of the Town Board Supervisors at 7:37 PM 

 
Resume Planning Commission Meeting 
 Mr. Dupay reopened the planning commission meeting at 7:37 PM 

 
Metropolitan Council Comprehensive Plan Update 

 Ms. Corrin Wendell, Mr. Patrick Boylan and Councilmember Harry Melander appeared to discuss 
with the board the requirements and assistance available to Township to update the West Lakeland 
Comprehensive Plan.    The presentation focused on the need for regional planning, the development of 
the Metropolitan Council, and the intent of the Comprehensive Plan in coordinating and managing 
development across the seven county Metropolitan area.  The goal is to protect health, safety and 
welfare.   

 The latest Metropolitan Plan is the Thrive Plan, managing transportation plans, regional parks 
and trails, water resources including storm water management, public water supply and public septic 
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systems.   West Lakeland and the other 188 participating communities received a specific system 
statement describing the projected growth until 2040.  Of note is changing demographics.  However, 
West Lakeland is unique in that little change is expected for our community.   Councilmember Melander 
noted that if there are concerns about the projections for our area, that should be raised to the Met 
Council planning staff.   Historically, the projections are reasonably accurate.  Plans can be amended if 
there is reason for change. 

 Ms. Wendell and Mr. Boylan described the requirements for the Township to update the West 
Lakeland Comprehensive Plan, and the tools and data provided by the Met Council to complete the task.  
West Lakeland is designated as a rural residential community, and requirements for the plan are 
identified on the community checklist.  

 Mr. Votava expressed the opinion that the planning requirements can become burdensome.  
Councilmember Melander recommended leveraging the Met Council planning staff. Mr. Gorman asked 
about the impact of land purchased by the PIIC in the township.  Mr. Melander noted that the 
Metropolitan Council does not have jurisdiction over Fee for Trust land.  Ms. Wendell recommended 
that we plan as if it were not in trust, since the formal application has not yet been received.  Should it 
go into trust, it was recommended that the township, Met Council and tribal authorities work 
cooperatively for the best use of the land. 

 The planning commission discussed their ability to manage the update of the plan.  The 
consensus was the members felt it was within their scope.  Mr. Dupay asked each member to take the 
current plan, and the tools and documents provided by the Met Council staff, and review before the 
next meeting.
