Voluntary Public Hearing:


Chairman Kyllo called to order a voluntary public hearing regarding the ordinances amended to approve at the last meeting at 7:00 PM.  Mr. Vince Anderson asked if there were a list of changes to the ordinances. There were no specific changes, but restructuring to incorporate amendments since the last publication into the body of the text.  He also asked if a complete PDF of the entire document could be provided, apart from the publication on the website chapter by chapter.  The clerk will provide a complete electric PDF document upon request.

Call to Order:

The regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors was called to order by Chairman Kyllo at 7:07 PM.

Approval of the Minutes:

Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the minutes of the April 14, 2014 regular meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:

Ms. Olson presented the treasurer’s report, reflecting $11,651 in receipts, and $47,800 in expenses.  It was noted that snow removal for 2014 was $27,000 over budget, with additional expenses expected in October and November of this year.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the treasurer’s report.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Review and Pay Invoices:


Supervisor Schultz moved to pay the invoices presented for payment.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Home Occupation Permit and Building Permit:

Mr. James Marciniak, 1127 Nolan, appeared before the board for clarification of the home occupation permit and building permit issued to Matt Schmidt, at 1067 Nolan Avenue.  There are concerns about the frequency of large open burning of wood debris, the storage of wood debris on the property, the setback to the building being constructed, and the location of the proposed wood burning furnace.  Chairman Kyllo noted that he had reviewed the concerns with the homeowner.  The frequency of burning will decrease, and it was noted that debris brought on to the site cannot be burned on the site.  The second concern relates to the plans to increase the size of the current outbuilding. The purpose of the expansion is to allow for storage of equipment, and remove it from view.  The concern relates to the potential of further encroaching on the setback and moving closer to the property line.  The board indicated that the structure would not encroach any further than the current existing structure.  The third concern relates to the proposed location of a proposed outdoor wood burning furnace.  The furnace is being added to provide for heat to the structures on the property.   Outdoor wood burners are not specifically addressed by the ordinances.  Chairman Kyllo indicated that his preference is that the burner not be located inside the setback area.  


Mr. Marciniak and his family are concerned that the activity on the lot at 1067 Nolan is causing his property to not retain value and Mr. Marciniak to not have the same quality of life. Chairman Kyllo noted he has had a discussion with the homeowner, and there is an agreement to clean up the property, stop the burning of offsite materials, and there will be no further encroachment on the setback. 
Request for variances on placement of a garage and vacation of utility easements.


Mr. Gustave Thill was not present to review these requests.

Opening of Bids for Road Work 2014:


Supervisor Schultz reported back on the opening of bids for the road work for 2014.  The bids were opened with Lake Elmo, as the requests for bids were combined between the two municipalities, on May 1, 2014. For the seal coat, two bids were requested, one with a regular emulsion and one with a P2 emulsion.  Lake Elmo will compare the effectiveness of the two options.  The bid was offered to Pearson Brothers, at $1.14 per sq yard.  The total spend is expected to be between $50,000 and $52,000.  


Bids for the Manning Trail reconstruction will be let by the next regular meeting.

Road Maintenance:


Supervisor Schultz noted that street sweeping was completed and the invoice pending.  He also discussed patching potholes with the contractor, with the work to be completed in the next few weeks.

Road Restrictions:


Supervisor Schultz noted that the construction in Artisan is resulting in occasional equipment that exceeds the 7 ton weight restriction on Neil and 30th.  The contractor will restrict traffic to minimize the impact on the road.  

Renovation of Manning Trail:

Supervisor Schultz reported that the next public meeting on the renovation of Manning Trail will be in June.  Phase I will begin in 2015, Phase 2 will be in 2016, and Phase 3 will be in 2017 and 2018.  There will be consultation with the concerned landowners as the road is expanded and realigned.

RFP for Recycling Services:

Supervisor Ebner provided a final draft of the request for proposal for recycling services.  The intent is to provide the RFP to the seven recyclers that service the surrounding communities.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the draft, and direct the clerk to send out the request for proposal with a cover letter to the designated vendors.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.
Moratorium on Development:
 
The current moratorium on development passed on June 3, 2013, concerning development on the northeast corner of Manning and I-94, was reviewed.  The board is continuing to work on a number of issues relating to the development of that area, and is making progress on design standards and proposed land uses.  The board expressed a desire to maintain a moratorium until the development guidelines could be completed.  The question was raised on if the moratorium could be extended.  Mr. McDonald will research the requirements for an extension to determine if the extension is applicable.  Chairman Kyllo moved authorized Mr. McDonald to prepare a resolution to extend the moratorium for the longest time authorized by law, and, if so authorized, allow for signature by the chairman and clerk outside the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.


A draft letter to the residents concerning the work on the development planning was reviewed.  Supervisor Ebner moved to approve release of the information letter.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Development Agreement for the I-94 Corridor:

The board discussed a potential proposal for a development agreement between the impacted landowners and the township for development on the I-94 corridor, to be able to address the engineering and planning requirements for the potential expansion of sewer to that area.  The desire is a public/private partnership between Lake Elmo, West Lakeland and the concerned landowners.   The board would need a formal request by the landowners to establish such a partnership and the escrow to fund the needed work.

Park at Manning and 10th Street:


The board reviewed a proposal for a joint venture with Lake Elmo to create a park on District 834 property at the corner of Manning Avenue and 10th Street.  Funds are not part of the current budget.  Chairman Kyllo will keep abreast of the progress of the proposal, and the board will review the request as part of budgeting for the next fiscal year.

Capital Projects Fund:

The board discussed setting up a specific Account 400 (Capital Projects Fund) within CTAS to fund new major capital projects.  Projects appropriate for this account are the repair of 22nd Street, I-94 corridor development, etc.  The account will be funded with excesses from the general fund, specifically from the Road and Bridge account.  Supervisor Ebner moved, seconded by Supervisor Schultz, to transfer $152,448 and create the Account 400 (Capital Projects Fund).  The motion carried.

Barn Repair, 1045 Oakgreen:

 (Due to Ms. Vance’s request of the Town Board, Clerk Agrimson took the minutes for this segment of the meeting)

Mr. & Mrs. Donald Vance appeared before the Board to discuss an option that was discussed at the April Planning Commission meeting they attended regarding their request to deal with a barn on their property that was severely damaged  this past winter under the weight of snow. Mr. Vance indicated that they have 3 accessory buildings on the property and with the option discussed, they would potentially subtract 1200 feet; adding 576 feet with a net reduction of 635 feet with the existing buildings.  This proposed activity would make the property less non-conforming.   
 

The option would include adding 10 feet to the east side of the barn furthest to the north and reconstruct about 35 feet of the 60 feet of the existing barn that was destroyed. This would bring the horses to higher ground; allowing space for management of the draining from the hillside; improving the drainage problem.  

Supervisor Ebner made a motion to authorize a building permit that would decrease the overall square footage footprint of the three existing buildings. The same number of buildings would remain with the proposed reconstruction but a net reduction of 635’ making this property less non-conforming; therefore, no variance would be needed to issue a building permit. Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  

Additional Business:


Township cleanup day is set for Saturday, May 17, 2014 from 8 AM to noon.  Required support was confirmed as available.

The board agreed to conduct the gravel pit inspection on Thursday May 22, 2014, beginning at 9:00 AM.


It was noted that Aggregate Industries will accept brush on the first Saturday of the month.  


It was noted that the Metropolitan Council indicates that the Township has 1,322 household, with an estimated population of 4,240 residents.  

Community Comment:


Mr. Vince Anderson requested that the minutes of the annual meeting and the regular minutes be made available in a more timely manner.  Minutes are not posted until approved.

Adjourn


Having no further business, Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:00 PM.
