Call to Order
	Chairman Kyllo called together the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors at 7:00 PM.

Tennis Sanitation
	Mr. David Domack from Tennis Sanitation appeared before the Board to review the transition of recycling services to Tennis Sanitation from our current recycler, Waste Management.  Tennis has a new contract with services to begin in the Township January 2015.  The size of the carts was demonstrated with the pros of the 95 gallon cart compared to the 65 gallon.  He also said that residents can call Tennis Sanitation with any recycling issues which includes changing the size of the recycling cart if they won’t like the standard issue. The Board decided to start the service by offering the larger 95 gallon cart as there will be more items being collected.  Mr. Domack also described how the residents will be informed of the change;  including transition of service, additional products being included in the pickup, and the 2015 calendar.  This communication will augment that being provided by the Clerk in a future newsletter. She will also work with Mr. Domack on a schedule of new cart delivery; coordinating pickup of the old carts by Waste Management so that residents will not be without a cart at any time.  Residents were to contact Tennis directly for changes in cart selection.

Event Center at 13635 30th St N.
	Mr. Derrek Bratager appeared before the board to review the concept of a catering/event center operation on 21 acres at 13635 30th St N.  Mr. Bratager presented additional details of the layout proposed for the event, parking, services, and other controls.  A number of residents were in attendance and expressed concerns with noise, control of alcohol use, excessive traffic and hours of operation.  The Board discussion revealed that this use was not specifically addressed in the Ordinance as an example of an appropriate use or not appropriate use.  The Board referred the concept of an event center to the Planning Commission to determine if such a use is appropriate to the Township.  The consideration of the Planning Commission is not specific to this request; but the appropriateness of the overall concept.
	
Manning Trail Reconstruction
	Mr. Ryan Stempski reported to the Board the completion of the reconstruction of Manning Trail.  This project was completed in conjunction with Lake Elmo and was completed within budget.  

Letter of Credit, Artisan Development
	Mr. Ryan Stempski, Township Engineer reported on the status of the work covered by Letter of Credit.   Essentially, all work was completed to standard as shown by a walk thru completed last week.  A couple of minor issues were remaining to be verified; trimming the sited overhanging trees or remove them in order to provide a clear roadway for emergency and service vehicles.  Developer, Mr. Gustave Thill, though not in attendance, also indicated that once the Artisan Homeowners’ Association is formed, they will take over the maintenance of all trees within the right of way within the Artisan development.  In the meantime, LanDesign Development will continue to be responsible for this maintenance.  Supervisor Ebner moved to authorize the Chairman to confirm the completion of the remaining work by Mr. Thill contacting himself or Supervisor Schultz by October 27th, seven days before the Letter of Credit expiration date,  to verify that the work has been completed.   Seconded by Supervisor Schultz. The motion carried.  

Plow Services for 2014/2015 Season
	The proposal for snowplowing and sanding for the 2014/2015 from Miller Excavating was reviewed by the Board.  It was noted that deicing salt will be substantially higher cost than previous years.  Plow services are held reasonably flat.  The cost of the salt increase is offset by the practice of using a salt/sand mixture.   Supervisor Schultz moved to accept the contract as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Manning Avenue Corridor Project Meetings
	The Board reported on the meetings held with impacted residents on the Manning Avenue Corridor.  Several meetings have been held, with representatives of the township and Washington Countym conducted by Washington County staff and consultants.  The meetings provided positive input to the planning process.  Work on that section of Manning Avenue is not expected until after 2016.

Second Street Driveway Easement
	The Board reviewed the proposed easement extension between West Lakeland Sod Fields, Southwest Resource LLC, Holiday Stationstores and West Lakeland Township.  This agreement extends the driveway easement along the potential roadway in the highway commercial/neighborhood commercial zone. Supervisor Schultz moved to accept the Agreement as drafted.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.  

Home Occupation Ordinance
The Board reviewed the draft revisions of the Home Occupation Ordinance in Section 10 prepared by Supervisor Ebner.  The draft is the result of the discussion at the September meeting to clarify when a Conditional Use Permit is to be used and when a Certificate of Compliance is to be used.  
The discussion also considered the terms and conditions of a Home Occupation Permit and the clarity of what is required to issue that permit; such as a public hearing.  It was determined that the Ordinance should provide more clarity on this issue.  The Planning Commission was directed to generate a list of conditions that would trigger a public hearing.  
Chairman Kyllo moved to accept the draft of Section 10 with the clarifying language.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  

Temporary Sign Ordinance
	The Board reviewed the draft addition to Section 8 of the Township Ordinance clarifying use of temporary signs for construction activity, garage sales, estate sales and privately owned equipment as discussed at the September 2014 meeting.  Supervisor Schultz moved to table the draft language presented.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried. 

Draft Building Permit Schedule Review
	Planning Commission Chair, Dave Dupay, distributed a draft of a revised building permit schedule that the Planning Commission reviewed at their last meeting.  The Board tabled a discussion for a later meeting. 



Fire Contract Update
	Chairman Kyllo provided an update to the fire contract discussions with the City of Bayport and the Bayport Fire Department.  The requested additions to the contract specifications have been positively received, particularly the request for an advisory board to work with the Fire Department.  This was very positively received by the Fire Chief, and the formation of such a committee is expected.

CodeRed Joint Powers Agreement
	Chairman Kyllo presented for signature a CodeRed Joint Powers Agreement from the Washington County Sheriff’s Department to continue the services of CodeRed.  Supervisor Schultz made a motion to approve the CodeRed Joint Powers Agreement and to allow for Chairman Kyllo’s signature.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner.  Motion carried.
 
Approval of the Minutes:
	Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the minutes of the October 2014 regular meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.
	
Treasurer’s Report
	Ms. Olson presented the treasurer’s report.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the report.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Pay Invoices
	Supervisor Ebner moved to approve payment for the invoices presented.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.

Additional Business
	Greg and Sylvia Zinn, Jennifer and Steve Rolf, brought forward issue with the home occupation permit of Bob Lind, and provided the board a packet of information regarding the conduct of the permit.

Adjourn
	Having no further business, Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion passed.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 10:10 PM.
