Call to Order
Chairman Kyllo called to order the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Town Board at 7:02 PM

Approval of the Minutes

Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the minutes of the March 2017 regular town board meeting
with minor corrections. Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Chairman Kyllo moved to approve the minutes of the March 17, 2017 organizational meeting
with minor corrections. Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Ms. Olson presented the treasurer’s report for March 2017. The report reflects $5,452 in
receipts and $25,909 in expenses. Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the report, and pay the invoices
presented for payment. Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Public Comment Period
No comments from the floor

Granite House, Inc

Ms. Carol Insley appeared before the board to discuss the Purchase of Service Agreement for
Granite House in lieu of all or part of the building permit fees. The draft was done by Mr. McDonald, in
consultation with Ms. Insley. Ms. Insely noted that, for the deliverable for December 1, 2017, delays in
opening may slow the expected progress. She proposed a report of activity, and, if there is a delay in
opening and servicing residents beyond that date, she will report to the board with the revised schedule
and progress to that schedule. Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the purchase service agreement
with Granite House, and authorize the Chairman to sign the document. Seconded by Supervisor Schultz,
the motion carried.

Lot Line Adjustment, 1270 Oakgreen Ave N

Mr. Phil Moosbrugger, 1270 Oakgreen Ave, appeared before the board to discuss a lot line
adjustment. Looking for a lot line between his lot and his parent’s parcel, adding 9.2 acres to his parcel.
Does not impact any buildable area, does not make any area not in conformance with the variance.
Supervisor Ebner asked about the reason for the irregular lot lines. Mr. Moosbrugger indicated that
there is not access to Oakgreen without an easement through his parent’s lot. This would give him title
to the driveway. The second section will allow for access along a potential cul-de-sac that may be
developed in the future. The intent is to merge all into one parcel. Supervisor Ebner moved to direct a
resolution documenting approval of the lot line adjustment, conditioned on registration of the two
parcels as a single tax parcel or as a developer’s agreement to ensure that the parcels are not sold
separately without board approval . Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried. Mr. McDonald
noted that the clerk will need a developer’s agreement for formal description of the tax parcel to sign
off on the deed noting the transfer.

Variance for Accessory Structure with the setback, 1350 Oldridge Ave N

Mr. Don Peterson appeared before the board to discuss a request for variance to construct a
garage within the side setback. No application has been submitted at this time. He is proposing a
12x26 addition to the existing garage to make it a three stall garage. The garage is at an odd angle to
the edge of the property, and the addition will impact the side setback. The proposed building is
expected to be 18 feet from the side lot line. The house was constructed when the side setback was 10
feet. The septic is on the north side of the house. The utilities come in on the north side. The well is in
the back. The owner of the neighboring lot has no objection. The survey should include the proposed
building footprint as well as the existing house footprint, well, septic, drainage fields, other utilities and
location of the road right of way. On a motion from Supervisor Schultz, the board referred the request
to the Planning Commission and scheduled a public hearing for the May 2017 regular meeting,
contingent on a completed survey to complete the application. Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the
motion carried.

Sign Resolution for Preliminary Plat Approval for Burr Oaks
Chairman Kyllo signed the resolution documenting the preliminary plat approval for Burr Oaks.

Jeff Hause, to discuss a concept plat of Autumn Run

Chairman Kyllo moved to add a discussion of the Autumn Run development to the agenda.
Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, motion carried. Chairman Kyllo reported on a discussion with
Washington County Planning and Highway Department Staff, Mr. Hause and Chairman Kyllo regarding
the requirements for the access road to this development. The consensus was to allow the access as
proposed by the developer onto 10'" street, and to remove the existing driveway access. Drainage
easements and the requirements of MIDS would need to be met.

Supervisor Schultz noted there was still concern with the 25 ft section from the parcel to
Oakgreen Avenue. Mr. Hause noted the concern, and indicated he has tried to reach a resolution with
the neighboring land owner. Supervisor Schultz also noted that the proposed concept had one
nonconforming lot. The board indicated it was preferable to consider a compromise on the requirement
of 1 acre buildable plot on each parcel to having a lot at less than the 2.5 acre minimum.

The next step in the process is review by the Planning Commision and a public hearing on the
preliminary plat.

Stagecoach Trail (CR21) Improvement Project

Supervisor Schultz reported that there has been a stakeholder meeting and open house
regarding the improvements included the CR21 Improvement Project. The cost and timeline are still
being confirmed. Stagecoach Trail will be done in two phases, phase 1 north of 34" Street, phase 2
south of 34" street, with no date set for phase 2.

Update of the Town Ordinance Book

The latest draft was sent to each of the supervisors for review. This draft removed references to
apartments, tree disease, and included comments from the last review. Supervisor Ebner moved to
direct the clerk to schedule for a public hearing at the May regular meeting, and direct Mr. McDonald to
prepare document for publication for the public hearing. Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion
carried.
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Planning Commission Update

Supervisor Ebner will serve on a subcommittee with members of the planning commission to
draft the update to the 2030 Comprehensive Plan.

Mr. Dupay reported on the progress of the draft processes and documentations for subdivision
applications. The intent is to provide clarity and consistency within the process.

Additional Business
Mr. McDonald noted that he has begun to reduce his work within the firm. A transition has
been started to move the township activity to attorney Viet-Hanh Winchell.

Adourn
Having no further business, Chairman Kyllo moved to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by
Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried. Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:05 PM.
