Call to Order
Chairman Kyllo called to order the regular meeting of the 7:00 PM

Approval of the Minutes

Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the minutes of the March 2019 regular meeting. Seconded
by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the minutes of the 2019 Organizational Meeting held on
March 26, 2019. Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Ms. Olson presented the treasurer’s report for April 2019. The report reflects $63,339 in
expenses and $11,554 in receipts. The Township has current assets of $2,070,807. Chairman Kyllo
moved to accept the report. Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Audit Report

Mr. Justin Nilson, Audit Manager of Abdo Eick and Myers, presented a summary of the Township
financial audit. A legal compliance finding of outstanding checks greater than three years was reported,
as was an internal control finding that the auditor also prepares the financial documents. Neither is a
major finding, nor are they uncommon findings. It was recommended that the Township strengthen the
written policies and procedures. Doing so will improve efficiency and assist in times of turnover.

Aggregate Industries, Request for Temporary Amendment to CUP

Ms. Patty Bestler, Environmental and Land Manager for Aggregate Industries, presented a
request for a temporary amendment to their CUP to allow access for Schafer Contracting to use the
Northwest gate for entrance into the site for the duration of the Hadley/I36 project. The request will
provide for more efficient traffic flow as the contractor will be bringing materials into the site for
storage on the northwest section of the site and will exit with materials for the road construction out
the main gate. The expected duration is for 2-3 months. Supervisor Ebner asked about the speed, and
the safety of making a left hand turn on Stagecoach Avenue into the site. The request was referred to
the planning commission for review.

Home Occupation, 13877 17" Street North

Mr. Joseph Kiesling, 13877 17 Street North, appeared before the board for a home occupation
permit for his construction company to be able to park his equipment at his residence. The company
has two employees and work is done off site. The equipment: bobcat, three trailers, truck and van, will
be stored on the residence, and driven to and from work sites. Screening for neighboring residences
will be a 6’ privacy fence. Work is done at night so the vehicles will exit the property around 9 PM, and
return between 5 AM and 8 AM. No materials are stored long term on site. The request was referred to
the planning commission for review.

Conditional Use Permit, Senior Home Assisted Living Facility
Mr. David Itman appeared before the board to request a conditional use permit to operate a
senior home assisted living facility at 14410 21 Street North. The previous owners had upgraded the
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facility to comply with state requirements for this use, and the township ordinance has been amended
to allow for up to 10 residents in a properly licensed facility. A public hearing will be required for this
use. Mr. Itman noted that the facility is for those persons needing assistance with daily living tasks, and
will not serve memory care requirements, substance abuse or behavior issues. The request was referred
to the planning commission for review.

Variance to Allow an Accessory Structure in Front of the Primary Residence

Mr. Mike Hellum, 2148 Olene Ave N, appeared before the board to discuss a variance to build a
detached garage in front of the house and within the side setback on the south lot line. The practical
difficulties proposed include the location of the well, septic, and power lines in the rear of the lot.
During the discussion, it was noted that Washington County records show the lot as 2.49 acres. This
may necessitate a variance for the size of the building as well. Mr. Hellum was requested to have his
surveyor verify the size of the lot. The request was referred to the planning commission for review.

Planning Commission Update

Mr. Mark Votava noted that the planning commission has been working on an amendment to
the livestock section of the township ordinance to address domestic fowl. The planning commission is
also completing the draft of an ordinance to address maintenance of the township right of way. He
reported that Mr. Brian Krafthefer, Mr. Ed Gorman and Mr. Mark Votava volunteered to participate in
the selection of a professional planner for the Township. Additional feedback was received from Met
Council regarding housing language in the 2040 Comprehensive Plan and are under review.

Road Maintenance

Washington County will be doing the striping of roads for the Township this year. The cost at the
township will be at 0.049 per foot. Roads that have less than 6,000 vehicles per day are not required to
be striped. Chairman Kyllo moved to authorize Washington County to stripe the identified roads.
Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

The board reviewed the draft joint powers agreement with Lake Elmo for a joint bid on seal
coat. Ms. Winchell had no concerns with the document. Supervisor Schultz moved to sign a joint
service agreement with Lake Elmo for the 2019 seal coat. Seconded by Dan Kyllo, the motion carried.

The bids for the 2019 street improvement project focusing on the 4" and 6" Street Loop, were
opened on April 2", The proposal is to reclaim the existing asphalt. The project is planned to be
completed mid August. Four bids were received. The engineering estimate for the project was
$482,231. Minnesota Pavement and Materials presented a bid for $438,442; Park Construction,
$465,597; Aztec, $500,039 and Northwest $511,600. The bids are based on a cost per unit, and the final
invoice will be based on the actual materials used. Chairman Kyllo moved to accept the bid for
Minnesota Pavement and Materials. Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Mr. Scott Haugen, 13199 6™ Street N, asked about the expectations of this project to repair and
maintain the ditches and if consideration of pedestrian traffic was addressed. Mr. Stempski responded
that the road project is for road repair, not for ditches and drainage. The contract will provide for
stabilization during construction, and restoration after completion. Driveways will be reconnected to
the roadway. Additional controls for pedestrian traffic are not within the scope of the project and there
is not sufficient volume of traffic to warrant investing in specific controls for that purpose.
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Recycling Programs

Ms. Samec presented the three recycling projects that will be continued into 2019: cubside
clean up, newsletter updates and articles, and website maintenance. A fourth project under discussion
was rewards programs to incent more recycling. The board concurred to move forward with the first
three programs and continue to research how an incentive program may work in the township.

Lake EImo Airport Expansion

Supervisor Schultz reported on the updated status of the Lake EImo Airport Expansion. He
expressed concerns over the plans for the realignment of 30" street and speculated on the impact of
acquisition of property for the realignment. There are also concerns about the specifications proposed
for the road. The Joint Zoning Board is to meet May 14™". How this board will address the zoning
requirements within the airport safety zones may raise concerns.

Survey and Grading Plans for New Home Construction

With the additional rain and snow melt, the potential for flooding has raised concerns on the
Township’s responsibility for home flooding hazards. It is uncertain what liability resides with the
Township. The board discussed if there was a need to require additional review prior to construction.
Chairman Kyllo suggested the board get a better understanding of their risk, the township’s legal
liability, and an estimate of the cost for additional review.

Additional Business

Supervisor Ebner moved to authorize $250 for Youth Service Bureau in recognition of services
provided to West Lakeland Township in 2019. Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Supervisor Schultz noted that the Lakeland draft 2040 comprehensive plan did not acknowledge
the water tower is located within West Lakeland, and that two homes in West Lakeland are serviced by
that water tower.

Supervisor Schultz noted a communication from Washington County Emergency Management
regarding cost for flood mitigation for impacted communities. The township has just under $4,000 in
maintenance for flooded frozen catch basins and culverts. Supervisor Schultz will explore if any of these
expenses can be reimbursed.

Supervisor Schultz discussed the Washington County Road Jurisdictional Plan and 22" street.
Supervisor Schultz asked if there could be a special meeting to present this information to the Township
Board.

Chairman Kyllo noted the MPCA is holding meetings for board members and watershed board
members to discuss drinking water options. The next meeting is scheduled for April 11, 2019.

Ms. Siefert noted the minutes for the budget meeting should be amended. A figure regarding
the value for the road and bridge transfer from the general fund had a typographical error.

The regular meeting for May has been moved to May 6, 2019

Adjourn
Having no further business, Chairman Kyllo moved to adjourn the meeting. Seconded by
Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried. Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 10:16 PM.
