Call to Order


Chairman Kyllo called to order the February 2014 regular meeting of the Town Board at 7:04 PM on February 10, 2014.

Approval of the Minutes

Supervisor Ebner moved, seconded by Supervisor Schultz, to approve the minutes of the January 13, 2014 meeting.  The motion carried.


Chairman Kyllo moved to approve the minutes of the Special Meeting with the Bayport City Staff, dated January 22, 2014.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
Treasurer’s Report

Ms. Olson presented the treasurer’s report for January 2014.  The report reflected $97,000 in receipts, and $71,000 in expenses.  The total assets of the township are reported at $1,267,000.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Review and Pay invoices


Supervisor Schultz moved to pay the invoices presented for payment.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.


Mr. McDonald was asked to review the invoice for legal fees in regards to the vacation of the easements, plat signature, and resolution to approve the minor subdivision.

Request for a Semi Container Distribution Center 


The board entertained a request to locate a semi-container distribution center on the Olson Property along Highway 95, near the Dart Distribution Center north of I-94.  Mr. Mick Lynsky appeared before the board.  He has a client that is interested in a 5 acre parcel for a semi-container distribution center on the Olson property along Highway 95.  Currently the lot is SFE, but is immediately adjacent to the highway.  A commercial application would provide a better return to the landowner and tax revenue to the township.  Supervisor Schultz noted that rezoning would need to be addressed.  No action was requested at this time.

RFP for Recycling Contract, December 2014


Supervisor Ebner provided an update on gathering information on developing an RFP for Township recycling services for 2015 and beyond.   The consensus of the board is that the desire is to retain single sort recycling, but would consider either weekly or bi-weekly pickup.  

Home Occupation Permit, Ms. Jane Grant-Abban, 1365 Neal Ave

Ms. Jane Grant-Abban, 1365 Neal Ave, requested an interim home occupation permit application for art studio/classes.  Steve reported that she wanted to have classes, and she expected to have as many as 10 students per class.  The ordinance lists up to 5 students per class.  The standard occupation permit would not allow that use.  The interim home occupation permit would allow for this difference.  Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the request as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  

Web Mapping Services Proposal

The proposal for web mapping services was tabled at the December 2013 regular meeting.  No further information was provided.  It was agreed that the services would be added for the 2015 budget for an initial three modules.  Throughout 2014, the focus will be on defining the data, data mapping, and use of the modules.

Planning Commission Review of Building Permit Fee Schedule

Mr. Dupay reported that the planning commission’s review of the building permit fee schedule is not yet complete.  

Commercial Truck Traffic on 22nd Street


The board reviewed the current ordinance covering commercial traffic on 22nd Street, section 6.10.2.2.  Miller Excavation has asked for clarification for the snowplows with regards to this restriction.  The agreement of the board is that snowplows, providing snow removal services for the township, are to be included as maintenance vehicles providing a service for the township, which are allowed under this section.

Manning Corner Development Team


Chairman Kyllo provided an update on the ongoing discussions and meetings with the stakeholders in the corner of Manning Avenue and I-94.  The board discussed the option of a follow up public meeting in the spring.

City of Bayport fire contract for 2014


The Board reviewed the 2014 fire contract with the Bayport Fire Department.  The fire contract has increased by $9,000 from the 2013 cost of $72,000.  The increases are attributed to increasing pay, equipment replacements, and repairs.


In addition, Bayport is proposing a new fire hall and asking for a 15 year commitment to pay for it, adding $26,000 per year above the 2015 estimated cost of $88,000 per year.  The proposed site is closer to West Lakeland.  The cost appears reasonable given the expanded building and services.  


The board discussed asking for a longer contract term, to be able to better budget expenses and the cost of ambulance response services.  Concern was also noted over the clause concerning the priority of calls.  Chairman Kyllo will discuss the concerns with the Bayport staff.  No action was taken at this time.

Additional Business

It was noted that Supervisor Ebner has spent 10 hours conducting an audit of the town ordinances.  Chairman Kyllo moved to approve a $60 stipend for the ordinance review.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

The Annual Board of Audit is to be conducted Tuesday, Feb 11, 2014 at continuation of the budget workshop at 10:30 AM.

The March regular meeting will be held Monday, March 3, 2014.  

The Town Annual meeting will be held Tuesday, March 11, 2014 at 8:00 PM.


The Town Election will be held Tuesday March 11, 2014, from 10 AM to 8 PM.


The Board of Canvas will be held following the annual meeting.

There will be an open house for the Manning Avenue Corridor Project February 20, 2014. 

Closed Session


The board moved to a closed session, effective 9:01 PM, reflecting attorney client privilege, regarding residents Tom and Grace Fix and potential of threatened litigation.

Having no further business, Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried. Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:20 PM.
