Call to Order   
Chairman Kyllo called together the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors at 7:02 p.m.
Approval of the Minutes

Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the minutes of the December 2014 regular meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.


Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the minutes of the special meeting of January 9, 2015.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report

Ms. Olson presented the treasurer’s report for December 2014.  The report reflects receipts of $232 thousand and disbursements of $50,912.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the report as presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Supervisor Ebner moved to review and pay the invoices presented.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  


It was noted by the Chairman that the printer used by Ms. Olson needed to be replaced during the month.  The cost of the new printer was split between the three governing agencies which use her services.  Supervisor Schultz moved to ratify the purchase of the printer for Ms. Olson, with the cost borne by all three organizations which use her services.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Comments from the Public

Mr. Vince Anderson asked to have the township ordinance 10.3.3 explained.  He indicated that the “i.e.” in the text should be “e.g.”   The administrative correction was noted. 

Mr. Michael Graetz asked for an explanation of ordinance section 8.3.2. regarding screening.


Joan Ulrich asked for clarification of agenda items and an explanation of ordinance section 6.9.5.2, with her belief that a current use is a nonconforming use.  It was noted a current home occupation permit was in effect for that use at that property.

Robert Lind Home Occupation Ordinance Violation

Mr. McDonald reported that residents have brought forward alleged violations with possible legal ramifactions for the township which resulted in a closed meeting on 12/15/14 to discuss these concerns.  It was suggested that there be a public hearing to discuss the alleged violations and if the home occupation permit should be revoked.  

Chairman Kyllo moved to call a public hearing on Monday, March 2, 2015.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Peddling Permit, Tony LaRud

Mr. Tony LaRud, 8804 Glacier Road, Woodbury, appeared before the board to request a peddling permit to solicit for financial services door to door for Edward Jones Investments.  Supervisor Schultz moved to authorize a peddling permit to Mr. Tony LaRud, to allow solicitation of financial services for Edward Jones for a period of one year, with hours of 9 AM to 7 PM Monday through Saturday.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
Request for Cell Tower

The request for Martin Consulting to build a cell tower was withdrawn from consideration.

Request for Build on Substandard Lot, Westin Property, 800-900 block Neal Ave

Mrs. Westin has passed away, and the family has asked the issue to be deferred until a future date.

Lot Realignment

Mr. Humphries noted that the property line discrepancies have been resolved between his lots and the neighboring lots.  Mr. McDonald assisted in drafting deeds with the realigned lot lines.  The realignment of the lots owned by Mr. Humphries is pending approval, noting that an updated survey would be required, buildable driveway and home site for each lot, and each lot cannot be more nonconforming than prior to the realignment.
Resolution for Aggregate Industries

The board reviewed a draft resolution of the amendment of the hours for the Conditional Use Permit for Aggregate Industries.  Aggregate industries asked for clearer language indicating that mining equipment could be used for the specific purpose of loading the conveyor.  Supervisor Ebner moved to approve the amended resolution for Aggregate Industries to add “operation of mining equipment can be operated for the specific purpose of loading the conveyor belt.”  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Home Occupation Permit Audit

Supervisor Ebner reported back on the audit of home occupation permits.  Residents were asked to verify the current use and conditions.  Overall, 40 home occupation permits were audited and 5 returned with minor differences.


Klein – Mary Kay Products – original permit time was 9-9 M-F and 9-noon on Saturday.  New reported hours are 8-9 Monday to Saturday


Lind – original permit for the landscaping was 7 AM to 7 PM, now reported at 6 AM to 9 PM.  The bus service was 2 PM Saturday – 2 AM Sunday.  New reported time is Noon to 3 AM Friday to Saturday.  This will be addressed with the scheduled public hearing.


Smith – original permit hours were 9 AM to 5 PM Monday to Friday, new reported hours are 8 AM to 4:30 PM.


Trunzo – originally for firearms repair, now small engine repair.


Woods – hair salon - originally hours of 9 AM – 4 PM Monday through Friday, and now reported as 10 AM to 8 PM Monday through Friday and 9 AM to noon Saturday


Arnfeld – piano lessons, original hours of 3 PM to 7 PM, now 3:30 PM to 8 PM
 
The board can review and modify the permit.  Other than the Lind permit, no complaints or concerns have been raised.  Supervisor Ebner will work with the clerk to notify those with changes to submit a request for reapplication with the revised information.  If the changes are desired, the homeowner should reapply.  
Draft Ordinance Changes


Supervisor Ebner provided a draft of a modification of the township ordinances for home occupation to include event centers and wedding venues as examples of items not considered appropriate home occupation ordinance.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve an amendment adding the text “bed and breakfast, public storage, event centers or wedding venues” and direct Mr. McDonald to draft a notice for publication.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.


Supervisor Ebner provided a draft to add section 17.7.5 for inspection and fees “All private and commercial kennels will be inspected yearly and the kennel owner will be responsible for all associated fees.”  Fees will be listed as part of the fee schedule.  Supervisor Schultz moved to authorize the addition of 17.7.5 as drafted, and authorize Mr. McDonald to draft a notice for publication.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Building Fee Schedule


Mr. Dupay presented the results of the analysis of alternative building fee schedules, with the proposals and rationale for change.  The planning commission proposed a schedule based on the UBC plus 65% with a flat fee of $150 for up to the first $5,000 of value.  Additional discussion was had on how to apportion the fee between the concerned parties, including the building inspector, township staff and the township.  Action was tabled until the next regular meeting to allow the board members to review and understand the analysis.
Township Offices

The board discussed renting space for storing township records and small meeting space.  There are no suitable facilities within West Lakeland.  Chairman Kyllo did find a suitable rental property in Lake Elmo at the Joshua A. Taylor building.  It was recommended that the Chairman get a rental proposal for two or three years, and review this proposal at the Budget meeting.

GIS Mapping Software

Chairman Kyllo and Mr. Dupay met with FlatRock on the use of their GIS mapping software.  The recommendations for the three modules included in the annual agreement are MS4 compliance, land use tracking and land ownership.  It was thought that the land use tracking could be used to track conditional use permits, home occupations certificates of compliance, building permits, etc.  
Additional Business

The date of February 3, 2015 at 9 AM was set for the Town Board Budget Workshop.


Chairman Kyllo noted investigation on the pay scale for the clerk.  Baytown pays $1,350 per month; Stillwater pays $23/hour.  Ms. Agrimson is currently compensated at $708/month or $8/hour.


Chairman Kyllo proposed Mr. Sean Flaherty as a member of the planning commission. The other members of the board can contact him with any questions or concerns.
Adjourn


Having no further business, Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion passed.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:58 p.m.
