Call to Order
	Chairman Kyllo called together the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors at 7:00 PM.

Manning Avenue Corridor
	Washington County Commissioner Gary Kriesel addressed the board and the residents on the status of the Manning Avenue Corridor project.  Manning Avenue is a key roadway for Washington County, connecting residential neighborhoods with the regional transportation network.  The County staff is looking for comprehensive public engagement as they continue to develop the Manning Avenue Corridor project.   The plan presented at the June 26, 2014 meeting was not approved, and more public meetings will be scheduled.  There are two standalone projects that are priority within the larger project.  These projects will be addressed first.  The first priority project is improving the intersection of 10th Street and Manning Avenue.   The second priority project is realigning the intersection of Highway 5 and Manning Avenue.  The remainder of Manning Avenue will be addressed five to 10 years from now.   Residents along that route should not expect construction for at least five years.
	Chairman Kyllo noted that residents should expect a meeting for residents of Manning Avenue in September.  The meetings will focus on small groups and neighborhoods.   

Approval of the Minutes
	Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the minutes of the June 2014 regular meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report
	Ms. Olson presented the report for June 2014, reflecting $8,170 in receipts, and $52,265 in expenses.  Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the report.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Review and Pay Invoices	
	Supervisor Schultz moved to pay the invoices presented for payment.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Semi Container Distribution Center on Highway 95
	Mr. Mick Lynskey, a developer representing the Olson family, appeared before the board to discuss changing the zoning for the Olson property from Single Family Estate (SFE) to Highway Business Commercial.  This would allow using 11 acres for a 20,000 ft building and a semi container distribution center.  His client, Barole Trucking, is comparing this site to one in Hudson. The activities proposed for this site would be intermodal truck transfer, storage and repair of rolling assets.  This request would require a rezoning request, conditional use permit, and a subdivision request.  
	It was noted that Washington County may require all of the 125 acres to be platted at the time the request is submitted.  It was also noted that the Middle St Croix Watershed would also need to review any development on this site.  
	Chairman Kyllo moved to refer the request to the planning commission for review, in anticipation of a public hearing at the August 2014 regular meeting.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

OnSite Construction Advertising
	A concern was raised about a construction company sign in the township.  Per the specifics of the ordinance, the only signs allowed are political, identification and real estate signs.  As a practice, a number of contractors post a sign on the property while they complete the work on site, such as remodeling, roofing, driveway paving, etc.  Chairman Kyllo moved to refer the question to the planning commission for review.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Lake Elmo Sewer and Water Expansion
	Chairman Kyllo presented an update on the expansion of sewer and water through Lake Elmo.  Discussion with the Metropolitan council indicated that there was no objection to extending sewer and water through Lake Elmo to West Lakeland if the communities were supportive.  Discussions with Lake Elmo are ongoing.

Extension of Road Easement 
	There will be a discussion to determine if a private agreement can be reached to extend the road easement currently existing for the Holiday Stationstore cul-de-sac further with the impacted landowners.

Extended Hours Trial, Hard Drives
	After a one month trial of extended hours for Hard Drives for their mining operation, Chairman Kyllo asked about community feedback.  Management did not receive any complaints and board members were not made aware of any concerns.    Hard Drives requested to move forward with a formal change to the conditional use permit.  Chairman Kyllo moved to refer the request to the planning commission.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.  A hearing is to be scheduled for the August 2014 regular meeting.

Extended Hours Trial, Aggregate Industries
	After a one month trial of extended hours for Aggregate Industries for their mining operation, Chairman Kyllo asked about community feedback.  Management did not receive any complaints and board members were not made aware of any concerns.    Aggregate Industries requested to move forward with a formal change to the conditional use permit.  Chairman Kyllo moved to refer the request to the planning commission.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.  A hearing is to be scheduled for the August 2014 regular meeting.

Mechanical Safety Pool Covers in lieu of Fencing
	Mr. R. Scott Johnson requested the board consider a change to the township ordinances to allow a mechanical safety pool cover in lieu of a fence as a safety barrier for residential pools.  Certified standards (UL/ATSM Standard) exist to allow a pool cover to safety hold up to 500 lbs., provide a secure, tight fit; and not allow water penetration.  The planning commission recommended to approve a modification to ordinance 16.5.6.13 to allow a fence or ATSM standard power operated, non-mesh certified safety cover.  Supervisor Ebner moved to amend the ordnance 16.5.6.13 to allow a fence or ATSM 2010 standard power operated, non-mesh certified safety cover able to shed water, further requiring that the cover be closed if unattended for ten or more minutes.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.  Supervisor Ebner will draft language for review at the next regular meeting.  Supervisor Ebner moved to grant a 60 day extension to the fence construction for Mr. R. Scott Johnson to allow for this option to be completed.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Lot Line Adjustment
	Mr. David Humphreys, 1740 Olene Ave, request for lot line adjustment with access to one parcel by way of an ingress and egress easement across the other.  The planning commission review indicated there was more work needed to proceed with this request.  Given that Mr. Humphries was not in attendance, no action was taken.

Road Maintenance Projects
	Supervisor Schultz reported that the seal coat completed in conjunction with Lake Elmo is complete, and the streets have been swept.  There was some warranty patch work on 20th Street completed at the same time.
	Pothole repair is scheduled in the next week, depending on weather.  Areas on 30th Street and Omaha that had washed out were repaired.  

Additional Business
	Supervisor Schultz noted that some of the cul-de-sacs in West Lakeland may have issues with mail delivery, and may be converted to neighborhood mail boxes by the post office.  The postal service is considering this move for letter carrier safety and efficiency.  Supervisor Schultz will contact potentially impacted residents.
	Supervisor Schultz noted there was a comment period for the merger between Comcast and Time Warner cable.  Supervisor Schultz will draft comments for the next meeting.
	There was a discussion on the process for the annual review for the home occupation permit held by Mr. Chris Hagen.  The Township will send out the appropriate notices.  The conditions for the exception continue, with employees that do not live on the lot and over the counter sales.
	August town board meeting will be August 18, 2014.
	Chairman Kyllo reported on a meeting notice for an HRA strategic planning meeting July 17, 2014.
	
Public Comments
	Mr. Vince Anderson provided written comments to each of the supervisors and the clerk with regards to the tree service business being operated as a home occupation on 10th and Nolan.  His opinion is the use should not be permitted because it does not fit the neighborhood.  The board members will review the written comments.
	Mr. Jim Marciniac expressed concern over the characterization of the structure being replaced on the lot at 10th and Nolan as “conforming”.  In his opinion it is not conforming because the structure is within the setback. Mr. Marciniac also expressed concern with the building being finished as a pole shed rather than a garage.  It was noted that the structure was compliant with the setbacks as they existed at the time of the original construction.    New construction beyond the original footprint is compliant with the current setback.  It was also noted that no burn permits have been issued since October of 2013 for this residence.
	Supervisor Ebner did not participate in any of the discussion concerning the home occupation at 10th and Nolan.

Adjourn
	Having no further business, Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion passed.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 9:00 PM.
