Present

Call to Order
	Chairman Kyllo called together the regular meeting of the West Lakeland Board of Supervisors at 7:00 PM.  Chairman Kyllo moved to amend the agenda to move the approval of the minutes, treasurer’s report and payment of the invoices to the front of the agenda.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Approval of the Minutes
	Corrections were noted to the minutes for the October 2014 regular meeting.  Supervisor Schultz moved to approve the minutes as noted.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.
	Mr. Vince Anderson asked about minutes for other meetings attended by the Supervisors.  The meetings requested were conducted by other agencies;  such as the Metropolitan Airport Commission and the Bayport Fire Department- the minutes are maintained by the organization conducting the meeting.

Treasurer’s Report
	Ms. Olson presented the treasurer’s report, reflecting $26,185 in receipts and $29,780 in expenses.  Net assets of the Township are $1,267,020.  Supervisor Ebner moved to accept the treasurer’s report.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.
	
Review and Pay Invoices
	Supervisor Schultz moved to pay the invoices presented for payment.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.

Request for Garage Only on Lot at 12772 22nd St N.
	Joseph and Kellee Wren, 12772 22nd St N., appeared before the Board with a proposal to build a garage without a residence on the lot they own adjacent to their current home.  Under the current ordinances, a lot cannot have a garage without a residence.  Mr. and Mrs. Wren would like to have just a garage until such time they choose to sell the lot.  In the past a development agreement has been used to tie conditions to the sale of a lot.  Another option is to combine the two lots into a single lot, and vacate the easements on the lot line.  Supervisor Ebner raised concerns of the driveway crossing the lot line, which would violate the lot line setbacks.  At this time, the homeowner has requested no action of the board.

Wedding/Catering Center Proposal at 13635 30th St N
	Based upon a request initiated by Derek and Rachel Bratager, the Board referred the concept of the Catering or Event Center to the Planning Commission for recommendations on the suitability for the use in the township.  In Mr. Dupay’s absence, Supervisor Ebner provided a summary of the conclusions of the Planning Commission.  
	Concerns raised included the amount of traffic generated by this type of use, the additional noise generated, particularily outside standard business hours, generated by this type of use, lighting in the residential neighborhood from the party venue and traffic in late hours, and concerns of guest behavior.  These concerns are magnified by the potential frequency of events in evenings and weekends, time normally enjoyed at home by township residents.   Concerns over the service of food and alcohol were also raised, but these concerns are managed by other agencies.  It was the opinion of the Planning Commission that this type of use does not fit the current ordinance, and it was recommended that it not be included as an allowed use in that the use is so divergent from the currently allowed uses.  The use is not compatible with a residential zone.   Chairman Kyllo noted that a letter of concern was received from Sean and Trisha Flaherty, indicating their concerns and opposition to such a use.  It was noted that Camrose Hill is an existing home occupation of a similar use, but was in existence prior to the adoption of the home occupation ordinance.    There is no formal request for action before the Board, so no action was taken at this time.
	Additional community input was received on the question.  Ms. Kathy Medor, the realtor representing the property, requested that the subject be tabled since the Bratagers were not able to be in attendance.  
	The Board discussed if this use, or a similar use, should be specifically detailed as not suitable under the home occupation ordinance.  Supervisor Ebner will draft language for the board to review at the next meeting.

Artisan Letter of Credit:
	Supervisor Schultz noted that the developer, Mr. Thill, has agreed to be responsible for the maintenance of trees until a homeowner’s association is in place.  Supervisor Schultz thought this would provide sufficient oversight and control

Vacation of Road Easement for 18th St
	Mr. Richard Thron(14846 18th St. N.) approached the Board to request the road easement to extend 18th Street near his home be vacated.  This has been a source of concern for neighbors as it provides an area for nuisance activities.  The estimate to remove the asphalt and base would be about $7,500.  Through the winter, Miller Excavating has been instructed to not plow the length of  the road beyond the current driveways to limit access.   The issue can be addressed in the spring.

Road Maintenance Update
	Supervisor Schultz noted that crack sealing was completed prior to the first snowfall.
Manning Avenue Corridor Update neighborhood meetings in conjunction with Washington County are set for December 15, 16 and 18.
	Manning Trail reconstruction has been completed, including the striping of the entire length.

Request for Support for Grant Request for CSAH 21
	Washington County sent a letter to the township requesting support for a funding proposal to reconstruct/modernize County Highway 21 from 22nd Street to County Highway 14 in West Lakeland.  Supervisor Ebner expressed concern that the funding request was vague and was being requested prior to the completion of the Highway 36 Bridge.  Previously, the proposal was to conduct traffic studies after the completion of the bridge to determine the appropriate scope of work for Highway 21. It is important that the needs and concerns of the residents be addressed.  More detail is needed before a specific plan can be supported.  Supervisor Schultz moved the board sign the letter of support of the funding request.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion carried.



Well Advisory Testing
	It was noted by the clerk that a number of residents required to complete inspections in the well advisory area are not being completed in a timely manner.  The clerk has prepared a letter of notification for the impacted homeowners.  Chairman Kyllo moved to authorize the township attorney to send an additional notification, noting further court action may be applicable, if the clerk does not receive an appropriate response.  Seconded by Supervisor Ebner, the motion carried.  It was noted that the township could be reimbursed any costs of enforcement from the homeowner.

Kennel Inspection Fees
	Fees associated with kennel inspections are not currently listed as part of the township fee structure addendum.  The clerk was directed to contact Mr. Dupay, Planning Commission Chair, to have the schedule updated.  Supervisor Ebner will draft language to better clarify the inspections and fees required in the ordinance.
	Supervisor Schultz noted, as an aside, that language regarding vegetation in the road right of way is no longer in the current ordinance, and requested Supervisor Ebner review that language as well.

Resolution Adjusting Hours for Conditional Use Permit for Aggregate Industries.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	Mr. Bob Bieraugel of Aggregate Industries requested the resolution documenting the adjusted hours for the conditional use permit be clarified to address the hours of operation and LOADING of the conveyance system.  Chairman Kyllo moved to authorize Mr. McDonald to draft a revision to the resolution.  Seconded by Supervisor Schultz, the motion carried.

Township Clerk
	Ms. Agrimson has notified the board of her intent to retire from her position at the end of the year.  Chairman Kyllo will initiate a search for a clerk.

Other Business
	The Metropolitan Airport Commission presented a proposal to extend Lake Elmo Airport runways as part of the 2020 capital improvement project.  This is an unfunded concept, as part of the long range plan for the airport. No work will proceed without funding and additional public comment.
	The review of building permit fees was tabled to allow the chairman of the planning commission to be in attendance.
	Water Supply Planning Group is holding two meeting with the Metropolitan Council.  Supervisor Ebner is of the opinion that this group has little impact on West Lakeland Township, but is focusing on municipal well systems.

Adjourn
	Having no further business, Supervisor Ebner moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Chairman Kyllo, the motion passed.  Chairman Kyllo adjourned the meeting at 8:47 PM.
