Call to Order:
	Mr. Flaherty called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM

Approval of the Minutes:
	Mr. Krafthefer moved to accept the minutes of the July meeting.  Seconded by Mr. Miske, the motion carried.

Discuss Lot Split, 13397 6th St N
	Ms. Jo Ann Eckwall appeared before the planning commission to discuss a lot split at 13397 6th Street N.  The lot is 2.76 acres, with an easement at the back of the lot.  A potential precedent was presented in the sale of the lots down the street where the owner was able to sell and build on a nonconforming lot.  Ms. Vance noted that this sale by Robert and Jean Duwe is not comparative because their sale was two existing nonconforming lots.  There is no restriction on selling or building on a pre-existing nonconforming lot.  
	After discussion, Mr. Flaherty moved to recommend to the board the lot split be denied, noting there is not a means to create nonconforming lots for a currently conforming lot.  Seconded by Mr. Miske, the motion carried.

Minor Lot Split, 690 Novak Avenue,
	A representative for Mr. Milo Horak presented a concept to split the lot at 690 Novak Avenue.  It was noted that the minor subdivision would need to be platted to comply with the County recording requirements.  No action was requested at this time.

Solar Garden, 1937 Stagecoach Trail
	The planning commission reviewed the proposal for a solar garden at 1937 Stagecoach Trail presented at the last board meeting.  The ordinance indicates the solar array can only cover 10% of the lot.  The proposal is to cover 64%.  Mr. Miske moved to recommend the proposal not be allowed.  Seconded by Mr. Gorman, the motion carried.

Short Term Rental Ordinance:
	Revised language for the short term rental ordinance draft was reviewed and discussed.  Revisions from this discussion included modifying the definition of short term rental to be 180 days or less, to not allow sub-let, and not to allow more than 2 rentals in a 12 month period.  Revisions will be incorporated for the next review.

Conditional Use Permit Application
	This review was tabled for additional preparatory work.

Burning Permit Ordinance Review
	The planning commission reviewed the draft of the burn permit ordinance.  After discussion, modifications will be incorporated into the draft for additional review. It was suggested that an article be included in the township newsletter 

New/Old Business
	Mr. Miske asked about controls concerning storing cars on the property in the township.  Unregistered cars are controlled by the township ordinance.  No specific violation was noted.
	Mr. Gorman brought forward for discussion the 3M settlement and the process for allocation of the funds.

September Meeting
	Mr. Flaherty moved to hold the next meeting of the planning commission on September 26.  Seconded by Mr. Gorman, the motion carried.
